A TIME OF GRATITUDE AND PRAISE

PSALM 7:17- "I will give thanks to the LORD because of his righteousness;
I will sing the praises of the name of the LORD Most High"

The meaning of Thanksgiving has undergone many changes. Expressions of gratitude for sur-
vival, recognition of flourishing community, the defeat over the British, resulting in our na-
tion’s traditions and values.
